13 propositions by Mark Dever (part 1)                           note: We will cover part 2 next week 

#1 God cares about how He is worshipped

"God cares more of just people's heart.  He cares how He is approached.  He "seeks" those who worship Him the right way (John 4:23). From the first commandment to Malichi, to Rom 12:1, it is clear that God cares how He is approached"

#2 - Worship is fundamentally about God

"Man has a deep-seated (or innate) desire to worshp.  But worship is ultimately not about us, but about God"

#3 - worship involves our whole life (Rom 12:1-2)

"We are created to worship God"

#4 - worship is fundamentally about hearing and responding to God's word

"Scripture is the center of our worship.  We have to be engaged.  There shouldn't be insincere rituals. Sincerity is not sufficient for worship, but it is necessary for it.  As Christians, we have to engage our whole being with God Himself"

#5 - worship involves our will and our emotions

b) decision based on that understands; 


- decides to honor Him with our life

c) then emotion follows


- affection for Him (as a result)
