Timeline

1. Death and Burial (Fri)

a. Joseph of Arimathea

i. Part of council

ii. Covert Disciple

b. Pilate

c. Centurion – verification of death

2. Sabbath (Sat) – no work or carrying a corpse

3. Resurrection (Sun)

a. Women - Devotion to Jesus in death

b. Jesus had returned to Galilee
c. Women flee in fear and tell no one

The Longer Ending to Mark

Mark 16:9-20

1. Mark ending at 16:8

a. 2 earliest copies: codex Sinaiticus and codex Vaticanus

b. Numerous early manuscripts:

i. Old Latin manuscript

ii. Sinaitic Syriac manuscript

iii. 100 Armenian manuscripts

iv. 2 Georgian manuscripts

c. Early church fathers 

i. Origen and Clement of Alexandria - did not appear to know of 16:9-20 

ii. Eusebius and Jerome - state that 16:9-20 missing in their manuscripts 

d. Origin of 16:9-20
i. Later addition: 2nd century?

ii. Fill in the lack of resurrection appearances?

2. Differences

a. Greek words and style uncommon to Mark 1:1-16:8

i. 27 words are new

ii. Mark: and…and…and… (absent in longer ending)

b. Content

i. Subject: Switch from women to Jesus

1. V.9 Mary Magdalene introduced as a newcomer

2. V.20 Jesus known as the Lord
