The threat of Radical Grace – Jesus wants YOU
Jesus's statements about himself, force us all into an all or nothing choice.
Christianity is not 

· a system or technique
· behavioral changes

· being sorry

· being sincere

but a relationship
Therefore sin is centering our lives (identity, success, etc.) upon something other than God (family, race, religion, job).
This eventually leads to feeling superior; exclusion; feelings of failure; strife
Faith is more about trust than belief
· Grab the branch! Not the strength of your faith, but the object of your faith that matters
Committing to community
Public commitment and growth.

Saved warthogs from hell: Expect problems in the church - you're part of it!
The dance continued
A unique vision - the world is not accidental, nor an illusion; putting the whole creation right, not escaping it; salvation of both body and soul;
